IMPORTANT SAFEGUARDS

Please read the operating instructions and familiarise yourself with the equipment before placing it
in service. Correct and safe use of the system requires strict compliance with the safety instructions.
For safety reasons, persons less than 16 years of age or infirm persons that are not familiar with these

instructions should not use this equipment.

Any damage to the equipment or unmerited operation
will bring dangers to the surrounding precincts. So if
there is any damage of the equipment, it must not be
used. The equipment should be placed out of reach of
children.

For your own safety, disconnect from the power

supply before any maintenance of any equipment is
attempted on the tank or body of water. Always unplug
the vacuum from the power supply when not in use.
Never pull the cable to disconnect the plug from the
power supply - grasp the plug and pull to disconnect.
If required, have a qualified electrician install a
weatherproof power supply point near to the pond or

water-feature (within the cable length of the appliance).

Do not operate the vacuum if the appliance or any
components of the system, such as the power cable,
have been damaged. Check appliance for defects
regularly.

Always use a properly grounded power supply that is
connected to an RCD with a rated residual operating
current not exceeding 30mA. As per AS/NZS
3350.2.41:1997

To avoid an electric shock, do not attach the plug to
the power supply socket with wet hands. The drip loop
method should be used to prevent water from traveling
down the cable and onto the plug or power supply.

If the plug does get wet, do not unplug the cable.
Disconnect the circuit breaker that supplies power to
the power supply point. Then unplug and examine the
plug and power supply point for presence of water. If
the power point has become wet, you should consult an
electrician before using the power point again.

Do not install or store the appliance where it will be
exposed to extreme hot or cold temperatures. Do not
use in water above 35°C.

Do not cut the cable as this will result in voiding your
warranty.

Care should be taken to arrange the power cable so
that it cannot be accidentally tripped over or pulled.

Do not attempt to repair the electrical appliance
yourself. Return to an authorised service centre or place
of purchase if a fault occurs (regular maintenance is not
considered repair and is required by user).

Do not operate or leave the unit in the rain.

Minimum safety distance between the unit and the
water: 2 m.

Never carry out technical changes to the unit and only
use original spare parts and accessories.

Only operate unit if no persons are in the water.

Extension cables and power distributors (e.g. outlet
strips) must suitable for outdoor use (splash-proof).

* The parts included in the scope of delivery are inside the container and
have to be removed first.

How to proceed:
1. Undo the slide locking clips and remove the motor housing

2. Take all loose parts out of the container

3. Replace the motor housing and close th locking clips.

*nozzle fully open (10mm): suitable for pondliner, no pebbles at the bottom of the pond, thick layer of sludge

*nozzle closed (2mm): suitable for pondliner, layer of pebbles at the bottom of the pond, thick layer of sludge

OPERATION

Installing the unit

« Place the unit at least 2 m from the pond and above the
water level.

* Place the unit on level ground so that it is securely positioned
and cannot tip over.

Establishing the connections
How to proceed:
1. Attach the drain hose to the outlet fitting on the container.

* Route the drain hose with anti ncline to ensure that the
extracted water can drain via gravity.

2. Attach the suction hose to the inlet fitting on the container.
3. Fit the extension tubes to the suction hose.
4. Fit the desired nozzle to the end of the extension tube.

« Adjust theuniversal nozzle to the pond floor conditions.

Use as sludge remover

* The operating modes “suction” and “emptying” each last
approx. 25 s. The unit switches over automatically between
the operating modes.

Sequence of a cycle:
1. The unit is in suction mode.
2. The unit is switched off.

3. The stop valve at the outlet opens and the dirty water runs
out.

4. The unit is switched on again.

How to proceed:

1. Connect the unit to the power supply and switch on.
2. Guide the universal nozzle to the floor of the pond.

3. Move the nozzle with slow and uniform movements to
vacuum up the sludge.

. turn the floor nozzle through 180 degrees to vacuum up
thin layers of sludge or to clean rigid preformed pond
liners.

4. Switch unit off after use.

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MAINTENANCE AND CLEANING

How to proceed:
1. Switch off the unit and disconnect the power plug.
2. Disconnect the hoses.

3. Undo the side locking clips and remove the motor
housing.

4. Undo the filter holder.

5. Remove the filter and rinse under running water.

If the filter is damaged, replace it with an origina [filter.

6. Clean the container.

7. Clean the bottom of the motor housing.
8. Check the rubber valve in the drain hose and clean.

9. Reassemble the unit in the reverse order.

Storage/winter protection

* Empty out the collection container and clean the unit.
Store in a dry, frost protected room, inaccessible to
children.
